the Digital Picture Frame.

2.  After you’ve stored content on a flash media card (not included), insert the card into 
the proper slot (see page 2). 

3.  Turn the power switch to ON. As a default the first file of the card will be displayed 
first. Play sequences are automatically sorted alphabetically by file name, regardless of 
file type.
